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Abstract

Begin the abstract two lines below author names and addresses. The abstract should concisely summarize key findings of the paper, and should consist of a single paragraph containing no more than 200 words. The abstract does not have a section number. A list of up to 10 keywords to use in online content search should immediately follow. Text paragraphs are single-spaced.  

Keywords: Times Roman, image area, acronyms, references

1. INTRODUCTION

All text and figures, including footnotes, must fit inside an image area of 6.75×8.75 in. for letter size or 17.15×22.23 cm for A4 (Table 1). Use Times Roman or another common font for your manuscript in a size and style shown in Table 2.  The manuscript should not have headers nor footers. References are sometimes footnoted in the text.  Automatic formatting is included with this word template and explained in Section 3.

1.1 Title and author information

Center the paper title at the top of the page in 16-pt. bold. Only the first word, proper nouns, and acronyms are capitalized. Keep titles brief and descriptive. Avoid starting with articles or prepositions, e.g., “The study of … ,” “On the ….” Spell out acronyms unless they are widely known. The list of authors immediately follows the title, in 12-pt. regular, with each line centered. Omit titles or degrees such as Dr., Prof., Ph.D., etc. The list of affiliations follows, with clear notation for each author’s affiliation.

1.2 Section and sub-section headings and attributes

Type each section heading on a separate line in 11-pt. bold capitals, centered. Number sections sequentially, except for the Acknowledgements and References. Typical headings are 1. Introduction,  2. Methodology, 3. Data, 4. Results, and 5. Conclusions. Only the first word, acronyms, and proper nouns in a subsection heading are capitalized.

The subsection heading is left-justified and formatted in 10-pt. bold. Number sections following this example: Sec. 3.1 is the first subsection of Sec. 3; Sec. 3.2.1 is the first subsection of Sec. 3.2 . 

1.3 Paragraphs 

Add a paragraph return (the "enter" key) above and below section headings and between paragraphs. Avoid headings or one-line paragraphs ("orphans") at the top or bottom of a page by using page breaks. Add additional space between paragraphs. Indentation is optional. 

With SPIE styles paragraph spacing is automatically done for you.  Section and subsection heading styles automatically add spaces, and orphans will always be kept together with the first paragraph under the heading. In this manner you should rarely have to force a page break to avoid an orphan. 

1.4 Text

Text is typically 10 point and justified. Section 1.6 below illustrates an alternative text alignment with a figure.

Tbe SPIE body text paragraph style automatically places a space between paragraphs for you.  So, you only need to press the enter key once.  Each sentence should also end with a period and just a single space should be added before beginning the next sentence.

1.5 Example Figure

This section shows figure placement. Captions are below figures.
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Fig. 1. Figure captions usually should be adjusted to be left-aligned, but fit centered under the image they pertain to, using a hanging indent to emphasize the figure number, and smaller width than the body text. In this case, the hanging indent is .5” and the left and right margins have been increased by .25” each. In addition, the figure numbering is accomplished by inserting a field code called Seq figure. This automates the process of numbering all of your figures for you.

1.6 Table format

Table captions appear above the table. They follow the same guidelines as placing figures in the text. See Table 1 above or Table 2 below.

3.2 Using SPIE styles

To use this template in Microsoft Word: open this file and save it to a new file name. Typeover the existing text with your paper. Alternately, you can delete all text, and select the SPIE style for each paragraph from the Styles and Formatting menu.

3.3 Notes on SPIE styles

The styles listed in Table 2 automatically add extra spacing before and/or after paragraphs: SPIE title, SPIE authors-affiliations, SPIE section heading, SPIE subsection heading, and SPIE body text.  The 1.1 Heading 2 style automatically goes into the body text style after one carriage return.
